MAYOR’S
CORNER Fenton has had a busy month of meetings. We are proud to announce that the Board of Aldermen

unanimously voted to hire Lisa Peck as our new City Administrator. Lisa is from Highland, Illinois,
and is bringing some new energy and ideas for our City. Lisa started working for Fenton on July 16,
2018. Next, we will be looking to fill our vacant Parks and Recreation Director position.

The Gravois Road Replacement Project Phase I is moving along with completion expected by the end of summer. We
will be beginning Phase II with a projected start date in Spring of 2019. Four more flood damaged buildings were torn
down in Olde Towne Fenton. While it's sad to see another part of our history gone, it's also nice to see the area cleaned
up and added to our Parks system. There are additional buildings that the City is continuing to evaluate. The 1-44
Bridge Replacement Project has started and is expected to last about three years. Additional details will be forthcom-
ing as we learn more.

Fenton Logistics Park will have complimentary shuttles for the upcoming PGA Championship at Bellerive Country
Club in St Louis. They expect to have 6,000 - 8,000 cars a day coming through Fenton. The PGA said they will be in-
vesting about $250,000 into the “Old Chrysler Site” parking lot to prepare for the guests. They also agreed to place an
ad in their magazine to showcase Fenton. The Fenton Chamber of Commerce graciously developed a very nice one-
page ad for our City.

There is a new Technical College coming to Fenton to teach students HVAC (heating, ventilation and air-
conditioning). Job opportunities for technicians are expected to rise in the coming years and there is currently a short-
age of qualified workers. In addition, Ameren will be dropping our electric rates at least 6%, effective August 1, 2018.

Fenton had a public hearing for the Community Development Block Grant Program. We expect to receive $20,000 in
funds for 2019. Funds are available for a variety of projects and are used to assist low-to-moderate income residents.

On Monday, July 16, 2018, eastbound

traffic on Gravois Road through the

Please be
aware of additional closures on the side streets
south of Gravois Road as the intersections of these
roadways are reconstructed. Motorists can expect
minor delays during the construction of the road-
way. As always, please travel safely and slowly
through work zones.

BACK TO SCHOOL SAFETY TIPS

The St. Louis County Police Depart-
ment would like to remind drivers and
pedestrians to be extra careful when
the new school year starts. We are ask-
ing students to be extra cautious when

walking to and from school. Here are a few tips:

v

v

Pay special attention to all traffic signals and
crossing guards.

Never cross the street against a red light, even if
you don't see any traffic coming.

Wear reflective clothing and bright colors so
drivers can see you easier.

Plan a safe walking route to school or the bus
stop. Choose the most direct way with the fewest
street crossings and if possible, with intersections
that have traffic controls.

Advise children to arrive early for buses, stay out
of the street, and to wait for the bus to come to a
complete stop before approaching the street.

Drivers also need to be very aware when school is
back in session and children will be walking to and
from schools and bus stops. As autumn approaches,
there will be less daylight and children will be out
early in the morning and more difficult to see.

Be watchful around schools and bus stops for
children running into the street.

Watch for children entering the street from be-
hind buses or running to catch the bus.

When driving your children to school, deliver
and pick them up as close to the school as possi-
ble. Don't leave until they are safely on school
grounds.

Drive slowly when approaching children riding
bicycles and walking near the street.

Watch your speed when entering school zones.
