Dear Friends and Neighbors, 

Mother Nature must not have checked her calendar lately.  The saying is 

“MARCH comes in like a lion…,” but this year April has been off to a 

very lion-like start. Luckily, Fenton escaped the brunt of the severe weather in this unrelenting 

days-long pattern, but it did leave the ground saturated in most areas.  
 

Spring is the most typical season for flooding. The “Great Flood of 1993” which impacted Fenton and the region 

greatly, is considered to be the most devastating and costly flood in modern United States history (from the Na-

tional Weather Service Weather Forecast Office:  St. Louis, MO website). This great flood saw its start in April 

1993 as the Mississippi River rose six to ten feet above flood stage. After a wet early summer, the Mississippi 

crested in St. Louis at the unprecedented level of 49.6 feet on August 1, 1993.  
 

The National Weather Service’s telephone number is (636) 441-8467. It has several frequently updated and auto-

mated selections, including:  seven day forecast, current weather conditions, past day’s precipitation, and even hot 

air balloon forecasts! 
 

March 4 marked another positive step in Fenton’s path. KP Development, the developers of Fenton Logistics Park 

(the former Chrysler Plant site) appeared before Fenton’s Planning and Zoning Commission to discuss their master 

plan proposals for the 294.4 acre site. KP Development states that the site has “excellent potential for industrial, 

office, manufacturing, distribution centers, and any similar uses.” In addition to the frontage of I-44 and its prox-

imity to the I-44 and I-270 interchange (1/2 mile), the site will have rail access served by Burlington Northern.  
 

This is such encouraging news. Every step completed, including this appearance before Fenton’s Planning and 

Zoning Commission, places the Fenton Logistics Park one step closer to realization. It is still too early to know 

how many new businesses will call the development ‘home’.  As this is a ‘build to suit’ development, the develop-

ers are accepting sites of up to 500,000 square feet. No matter how many firms end up calling the new site home, 

we are happy to see the space revitalized and once again productive.

MSD CONSTRUCTION UPDATE 

2014 DEER SURVEY 
Thanks to Captain Jeff Bader of the St. Louis 

County Police Fenton Precinct and the Police Air 

4 helicopter team for surveying the Fenton City 

limits for deer population. Using the parameters of 

Highway 44 on the north, the Meramec River on 

the east, Highway 30 on the south and Highway 141 on the west, 

the crew detected approximately 35 deer with the largest concentra-

tion roaming the Riverside Golf Course. In late March or early 

April, Captain Bader will oblige the City with a nighttime flight us-

ing thermal imaging for another deer count. According to the De-

partment of Conservation and many experts, a count of 20 to 25 

deer per square mile is detrimental to vegetation, while approxi-

mately 40 per square mile is of great concern to the populous. This 

article has been amended from the previous newsletter as there was 

an error.  We apologize for any confusion this may have caused. 

The 2014 Residential Concrete Street Slab and Sidewalk Repair pro-

gram will be starting in late April or early May. The main focus this 

year for street and slab replacement will be in the Woodridge and San 

Simeon Subdivisions. At times, driveways will be affected to allow 

for the replacement of the street slabs. If your driveway will be 

blocked due to the construction, advanced notice will be given to af-

ford other parking arrangements. Sidewalk repair will be taking place 

at numerous locations around the City.  Please drive slowly when trav-

eling through the construction zones.
