C OR N E RThe New Year brought the biggest snow storm in over 30 years.
It hit us hard and it is one of the coldest winters I remember. The City street crews

worked 24 hours straight to keep the roads passable during the worst part of the storm, then proceeded to
work continuous, eight hours shifts until the roads were clear. Salting was not effective due to the ex-
treme cold so pushing the snow was our only early solution. I thank all the Public Works staff who
worked diligently in extreme conditions to clear City streets and parking lots.

The 2014 budget is finished and balanced leaving the City with a slight reserve. To continue on with the
good news, the original bonds for the Gravois Bluffs TIF, projected to be paid off on October 1, 2021,
were paid off eight years early on October 1, 2013. Also, The Fenton Crossing TIF bonds, projected to
be paid off on October 1, 2018, are now being projected to be paid off on October 1, 2014. This addition-
al revenue to the City is still being determined but this revenue will allow Fenton to begin preparations
on necessary infrastructure improvement projects. The full budget is available on the City’s website.

I would like to thank the Board of Aldermen and City staff for
their unending dedication to prepare the budget, especially in such
a rigorous economic time. We have a great City, full of great lead-
ers and fantastic employees. Thank you all once again.

Chrysler Update: The redevelopment of the former Chrysler site
seems to be progressing. The developer, KP Development, has
applied for a permit to place an office sales trailer on the site.
They are happy with the amount and quality of the calls they have
received from companies interested in locating to Fenton. 1 will
continue to share with you news of this property as it is received.
